Draft Notification

WHEREAS, Lakhary Valley Wildlife Sanctuary is situated entirely within Gajapati district of Odisha under the
administrative jurisdiction of Paralakhemundi Forest Division and Berhampur Forest Circle. Geographically, it is located
between 84016°43.7” and 84026°28.1” East Longitude and between 19012°6.4” and 19023°41.9” North Latitude.
Lakhary is a word in the dialect of ‘Kui’ a tribal community means ‘dense’. Similarly, Valley is an elongated stretch of
plain land between hills. So, the name of the Sanctuary “Lakhary Valley” denotes that a plain land inside dense hilly
forest. The total area of the Sanctuary is 185.87 square kilometers;

AND WHEREAS, catchment area of Ramnadi and Ghodahada River, rich floral and faunal biodiversity,
notable rock features, recreational panoramic landscape, and elephant, a mega herbivore and the flagship animal, giant
Indian squirrel are inter alia considered as the factors of significance. Both Ramnadi and Ghodahada rivers being the
source of potable and domestic useable water and irrigation for agriculture crop owe the drainage from the Sanctuary and
become a source of sustenance for local people and the lifeline of the locality;

AND WHEREAS, the Lakhary Valley Wildlife Sanctuary comprises about 97 species of trees, 28 species of
shrubs and herbs, 16 species of climbers, 14 species of grasses, 38 species of ferns, 26 species of orchids, 33 species of
mammals, 90 species of birds, 05 species of amphibians, 31 species of reptiles and 17 species of fishes and hence
exhibiting the rich floral and faunal biodiversity;

AND WHEREAS, the important flora recorded from the Sanctuary includes Emblica officinalls (amla),
Terminalia arjuna (arjun), Saraca indica (ashok), Ficus religiosa (Aswastha (papal), Terminalia bellerica (bahada), Fiscus

arbortristis (gangasiui), Smilax macrophylla (muturi), Gymneva sylvestris (gudmari), Asparagus racemosus (satabari),
Cuscuta reflexa (nirmuli), Cyonodon dactylon (duba), Cymbopogon citrates, Vanda testaceae (rasna), etc.;

AND WHEREAS, the major fauna of the Lakhary Valley Wildlife Sanctuary are Pterosus giganteus (badudi),
Manis crassicaudata (bajrakapta), Cunon alpines (balia kukur), Felis chaus affinis (Banabiradi (katash), Sus scrofa
(barha), Rautfa bicolor (beleramusa), Melursus ursinus (bhalu), Elephas maximum (hati), Hyaena hyaena (Hetabagha),
Hystrix india (jinka), Panthera pradus (Kalarapatiria bagha), Muntiacus muntijak (kutrua), Herpestes edwardsi (neula
hatia), Herpestes auropunctatus (neula (kuji), Lutura perspicillata (odha), Canis Lupus (ramasiala), Viverrucula indica
(saliapanti), Cervus Unicolor (sambar), Megalaima zeylanica (baya), Merops orientails (tiya), Racophorus lencamystax
(katha benga), Batagur Baska (nadi kaincha), Lissemys punctatta (pokhari kaincha), Gavialis gangeticus (thantia
kumbhira), Chameleon zeylanicus (bahurupi endua), varanus falvescens (matia godhi), Eryx johni (Do-mundia boa) ,
Python molurus molurus (ajagara), chrysopelea ornate (udanta sapa), Bungarus fasciatus (rana sapa), Naja Oxiana (kala
naga), Ophiophagus Hannah (ahiraj), Wallagonia attu (balia), Clarias batrachus (magura), etc.;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and protect the area, the extent and boundaries of Lakhary Valley
Wildlife Sanctuary which are specified in paragraph 1 as Eco-sensitive Zone from ecological, environmental and
biodiversity point of view and to prohibit industries or class of industries and their operations and processes in the said
Eco-sensitive Zone;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) and clauses (v) and (xiv) of sub-
section (2) and sub-section (3) of Section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act 1986 (29 of 1986) (hereafter in this
notification referred to as the Environment Act) read with sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules,
1986, the Central Government hereby notifies an area to an extent of 3 (three) kilometres uniform around the boundary
of Lakhary Valley Wildlife Sanctuary, in Gajapati district in the State of Odisha as the Eco-sensitive Zone (hereafter in
this notification referred to as the Eco-sensitive Zone) details of which are as under, namely: -

1. Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone. — (1) The Eco-sensitive Zone shall be to an extent of 3 (three)
kilometres uniform around the boundary of Lakhary Valley Wildlife Sanctuary and the area of the Eco-sensitive Zone is
244 square kilometres.

2) The boundary description of Lakhary Valley Wildlife Sanctuary and its Eco-sensitive Zone is appended in
Annexure-I.

3) The maps of the Lakhary Valley Wildlife Sanctuary demarcating Eco-sensitive Zone along with boundary
details and latitudes and longitudes are appended as Annexure-IIA and Annexure-IIB.

(@) List of geo-coordinates of the boundary of Lakhary Valley Wildlife Sanctuary and Eco-sensitive Zone are given
in Table A and Table B of Annexure III.

4) The list of villages falling in the proposed Eco-sensitive Zone along with their geo co-ordinates at prominent
points is appended as Annexure-IV.

2. Zonal Master Plan for Eco-sensitive Zone.- (1) The State Government shall, for the purposes of the Eco-
sensitive Zone prepare a Zonal Master Plan within a period of two years from the date of publication of this notification
in the Official Gazette, in consultation with local people and adhering to the stipulations given in this notification for
approval of the competent authority of State.

2) The Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be prepared by the State Government in such manner as
is specified in this notification and also in consonance with the relevant Central and State laws and the guidelines issued
by the Central Government, if any.

3) The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared in consultation with the following Departments of the State
Government, for integrating the ecological and environmental considerations into the said plan:-

@) Environment;

(i) Forest and Wildlife;

(iii) Tourism;

@iv) Irrigation and Works Department (Roads & Building);
) Revenue Department and Odisha State Pollution Control Board
(vi) Agriculture;

(vii) Revenue;

(viii)  Urban Development;

(ix) Rural Development;

(x) Municipal;

(xi) Panchayati Raj; and

(xii) Public Works Department.

“4) The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose any restriction on the approved existing land use, infrastructure and
activities, unless so specified in this notification and the Zonal Master Plan shall factor in improvement of all
infrastructure and activities to be more efficient and eco-friendly.

5) The Zonal Master Plan shall provide for restoration of denuded areas, conservation of existing water bodies,
management of catchment areas, watershed management, groundwater management, soil and moisture conservation,
needs of local community and such other aspects of the ecology and environment that need attention.

6) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the existing worshipping places, villages and urban settlements,
types and kinds of forests, agricultural areas, fertile lands, green area, such as, parks and like places, horticultural areas,
orchards, lakes and other water bodies with supporting maps giving details of existing and proposed land use features.

@) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate development in Eco-sensitive Zone and adhere to prohibited and regulated
activities listed in the Table in paragraph 4 and also ensure and promote eco-friendly development for security of local
communities’ livelihood.

®) The Zonal Master Plan shall be co-terminus with the Regional Development Plan.

©) The Zonal Master Plan so approved shall be the reference document for the Monitoring Committee for carrying
out its functions of monitoring in accordance with the provisions of this notification.

3. Measures to be taken by the State Government.- The State Government shall take the following measures for
giving effect to the provisions of this notification, namely:-

1) Land use.— (a) Forests, horticulture areas, agricultural areas, parks and open spaces earmarked for recreational
purposes in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall not be used or converted into areas for commercial or residential or industrial
activities:

Provided that the conversion of agricultural and other lands, for the purpose other than that specified at part (a) above,
within the Eco-sensitive Zone may be permitted on the recommendation of the Monitoring Committee, and with the prior
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approval of the competent authority under Regional Town Planning Act and other rules and regulations of Central
Government or State Government as applicable and vide provisions of this Notification, to meet the residential needs of
the local residents and for activities such as:-

@) widening and strengthening of existing roads and construction of new roads;

(i1) construction and renovation of infrastructure and civic amenities;

(iii) small scale industries not causing pollution;

@iv) cottage industries including village industries; convenience stores and local amenities supporting eco-tourism

including home stay; and
) promoted activities given under paragraph 4:

Provided further that no use of tribal land shall be permitted for commercial and industrial development activities
without the prior approval of the competent authority under Regional Town Planning Act and other rules and regulations
of the State Government and without compliance of the provisions of article 244 of the Constitution or the law for the
time being in force, including the Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights)
Act, 2006 (2 of 2007):

Provided also that any error appearing in the land records within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be corrected by the State
Government, after obtaining the views of Monitoring Committee, once in each case and the correction of said error shall
be intimated to the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change:

Provided also that the correction of error shall not include change of land use in any case except as provided under this
sub-paragraph.

(b) Efforts shall be made to reforest the unused or unproductive agricultural areas with afforestation and habitat
restoration activities.

2) Natural water bodies.-The catchment areas of all natural springs shall be identified and plans for their
conservation and rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and the guidelines shall be drawn up by the
State Government in such a manner as to prohibit development activities at or near these areas which are detrimental to
such areas.

3) Tourism or Eco-tourism.- (a) All new eco-tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities within
the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be as per the Tourism Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(b) The Eco-Tourism Master Plan shall be prepared by the State Department of Tourism in consultation with State
Departments of Environment and Forests.

(c) The Tourism Master Plan shall form a component of the Zonal Master Plan.

(d) The Tourism Master Plan shall be drawn based on the study of carrying capacity of the Eco-sensitive Zone;

(e) The activities of eco-tourism shall be regulated as under, namely:-

@) new construction of hotels and resorts shall not be allowed within one kilometre from the boundary of the

Wildlife Sanctuary or upto the extent of the Eco-sensitive Zone whichever is nearer:

Provided that beyond the distance of one kilometre from the boundary of the Wildlife Sanctuary till the extent of the
Eco-sensitive Zone, the establishment of new hotels and resorts shall be allowed only in pre-defined and designated areas
for eco-tourism facilities as per Tourism Master Plan;

(ii) all new tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be in
accordance with the guidelines issued by the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate
Change and the eco-tourism guidelines issued by National Tiger Conservation Authority (as amended from time to time)
with emphasis on eco-tourism, eco-education and eco-development;

(iii) until the Zonal Master Plan is approved, development for tourism and expansion of existing tourism activities
shall be permitted by the concerned regulatory authorities based on the actual site specific scrutiny and recommendation
of the Monitoring Committee and no new hotel, resort or commercial establishment construction shall be permitted
within Eco-sensitive Zone area.

“) Natural heritage.- All sites of valuable natural heritage in the Eco-sensitive Zone, such as the gene pool
reserve areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gorges, groves, caves, points, walks, rides, cliffs, etc. shall be
identified and a heritage conservation plan shall be drawn up for their preservation and conservation as a part of the
Zonal Master Plan.
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5) Man-made heritage sites.- Buildings, structures, artefacts, areas and precincts of historical, architectural,
aesthetic, and cultural significance shall be identified in the Eco-sensitive Zone and heritage conservation plan for their
conservation shall be prepared as part of the Zonal Master Plan.

6) Noise pollution. - Prevention and control of noise pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be complied in
accordance with the provisions of the Noise Pollution (Regulation and Control) Rules, 2000 under the Environment Act.

@) Air pollution.- Prevention and control of air pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be compiled in
accordance with the provisions of the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of 1981) and the rules
made thereunder.

(8) Discharge of effluents.- Discharge of treated effluent in Eco-sensitive Zone shall be in accordance with the
provisions of the General Standards for Discharge of Environmental Pollutants covered under the Environment Act and
the rules made thereunder or standards stipulated by State Government whichever is more stringent.

©) Solid wastes.- Disposal and Management of solid wastes shall be as under:-

(a) the solid waste disposal and management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in accordance with the
Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the Government of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and
Climate Change vide notification number S.O. 1357 (E), dated the 8th April, 2016; the inorganic material may be
disposed in an environmental acceptable manner at site identified outside the Eco-sensitive Zone;

(b) safe and Environmentally Sound Management (ESM) of Solid wastes in conformity with the existing rules and
regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within Eco-sensitive Zone.

(10) Bio-Medical Waste.— Bio Medical Waste Management shall be as under:-

(a) the Bio-Medical Waste disposal in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out in accordance with the Bio-
Medical Waste Management, Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest
and Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R 343 (E), dated the 28th March, 2016.

(b) safe and Environmentally Sound Management of Bio-Medical Wastes in conformity with the existing rules and
regulations using identified technologies may be allowed within the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(11) Plastic waste management.- The plastic waste management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as
per the provisions of the Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the Government of India in the Ministry
of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide notification number G.S.R. 340(E), dated the 18th March, 2016, as
amended from time to time.

(12) Construction and demolition waste management.- The construction and demolition waste management in the
Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of the Construction and Demolition Waste Management
Rules, 2016 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change vide
notification number G.S.R. 317(E), dated the 29th March, 2016, as amended from time to time.

(13) E-waste.- The e - waste management in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of the
E-Waste Management Rules, 2016, published by the Government of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and
Climate Change, as amended from time to time.

(14) Vehicular traffic.— The vehicular movement of traffic shall be regulated in a habitat friendly manner and
specific provisions in this regard shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and till such time as the Zonal Master
plan is prepared and approved by the Competent Authority in the State Government, the Monitoring Committee shall
monitor compliance of vehicular movement under the relevant Acts and the rules and regulations made thereunder.

(15) Vehicular pollution.- Prevention and control of vehicular pollution shall be incompliance with applicable laws
and efforts shall be made for use of cleaner fuels.

(16) Industrial units.— (i) On or after the publication of this notification in the Official Gazette, no new polluting
industries shall be permitted to be set up within the Eco-sensitive Zone.

(ii) Only non-polluting industries shall be allowed within Eco-sensitive Zone as per the classification of Industries
in the guidelines issued by the Central Pollution Control Board in February, 2016, unless so specified in this notification,
and in addition, the non-polluting cottage industries shall be promoted.

a7 Protection of hill slopes.- The protection of hill slopes shall be as under:-
(a) the Zonal Master Plan shall indicate areas on hill slopes where no construction shall be permitted;

(b) construction on existing steep hill slopes or slopes with a high degree of erosion shall not be permitted.

6. Terms of reference. — (1) The Monitoring Committee shall monitor the compliance of the provisions of this notification.

(2) The tenure of the Monitoring committee shall be for three years or till the re-constitution of the new Committee
by the State Government and subsequently the Monitoring Committee shall be constituted by the State
Government.

(3) The activities that are covered in the Schedule to the notification of the Government of India in the erstwhile
Ministry of Environment and Forests number S.O. 1533 (E), dated the 144 September, 2006, and are falling in
the Eco-sensitive Zone, except for the prohibited activities as specified in the Table under paragraph 4 thereof,
shall be scrutinised by the Monitoring Committee based on the actual site-specific conditions and referred to the
Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change for prior environmental
clearances under the provisions of the said notification.

(4) The activities that are not covered in the Schedule to the notification of the Government of India in the erstwhile
Ministry of Environment and Forest number S.0. 1533 (E), dated the 14" September, 2006 and are falling in the
Eco-sensitive Zone, except for the prohibited activities as specified in the Table under paragraph 4 thereof, shall
be scrutinised by the Monitoring Committee based on the actual site-specific conditions and referred to the
concerned regulatory authorities.

(5) The Member-Secretary of the Monitoring Committee or the concerned Deputy Commissioner(s) shall be
competent to file complaints under section 19 of the Environment Act, against any person who contravenes the
provisions of this notification.

(6) The Monitoring Committee may invite representatives or experts from concerned Departments, representatives
from industry associations or concerned stakeholders to assist in its deliberations depending on the requirements
on issue to issue basis.

(7) The Monitoring Committee shall submit the annual action taken report of its activities as on the 31* March of
every year by the 30" June of that year to the Chief Wildlife Warden in the State as per proforma appended at
Annexure V.

(8) The Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change may give such directions,
as it deems fit, to the Monitoring Committee for effective discharge of its functions.

7. The Central Government and State Government may specify additional measures, if any, for giving effect to
provisions of this notification.

8. The provisions of this notification shall be subject to the orders, if any passed or to be passed by the Hon’ble
Supreme Court of India or High Court or the National Green Tribunal.

Schedule-A

The boundary of the proposed Eco—sensitive Zone of the Sanctuary starts from the village Chandiput near tri
junction — P.W.D Road (1) Chandiput to Mohana (2) Chandiput to Pudamari (3) Chandiput to Chandragiri. The boundary
lines moves in the North-East direction and meets at village Mahakumpa to a distance of 4 (four) Kms. Then the line
moves in East direction passes the P.W.D Road and the village Kurukutta and meets at Kuttuma crossing over a distance
of 8 (eight) kilometers. Then, the line move in the direction of South-East and cross the district boundary of Gajapati-
Ganjam and meets at village Balipata crossing over 6 (six) kilometers. Then the line moves in the direction of South-East

crossing over village Junapalli and Division boundary of Paralakhemundi — Berhampur Forest Division and meets at
River Badajhara and village Sindhaba crossing over 5 (Five) Kms. Then the line moves in the direction of South and
meets at village Bijayanagaragada crossing over 7 (seven) kilometers. Then the line moves in the South direction
crossing over Ghodahada Irrigation Project and meets in the village Gopalpur crossing over 10 (ten) kilometers. Then the
line moves in the direction of South-West and meet in the village Panipattu crossing over 5 (five) kilometers. Then the
line moves in the direction of West crossing over the District Boundary of Ganjam-Gajapati and meets in the village
Sialilati crossing over 9 (Nine) kilometers. Then the line moves in the direction North — West and meets at village
Deraba crossing over 3 (three) kilometers. Then the line moves in the direction of West and meets at P.W. road crossing
over 5 (five) kilometers. Then the line moves in the direction of North — West and meets at village Unakapur crossing
over 3.5 (three and half) kilometers. Then the line moves in the direction of North — West and meets at village
Tentulikhunti crossing over 2.5 (two and half) kilometers. Then the line moves on the direction of North — East and
meets at a Nala crossing over 2 (two) kilometers. Then the line moves in the direction of West and meets at village
Jalibari crossing over 5 (five) kilometers. Then the line moves in the direction of North and meets at Babanapur crossing
over 1 (one) kilometers. Then the line moves in the direction of North — East and meets the starting point, the tri junction
touching villages Dhadiamba, Kusumapur and Ranikhama over a distance of 7 (seven) kilometers.
